INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:

NOTE: This kit is designed for replacing stock bellhousing on 1992-95 2wd Chevy truck with gas engine.
*stock 4WD trucks will have front driveshaft interference with bellhousing

*Designed for use with 11” clutch. Depending on manufacture of clutch 12” may fit always test fit bellhousing before assembly
for clutch clearance.

*6.2/6.5L Diesel will require one piece solid flywheel (will not work on dual mass flywheel) and starter pocket may require
grinding for starter clearance.

The new pivot ball needs to be installed into the bellhousing. Apply blue Loctite to the threads and torque to 40-45 ft-1bs. The
clutch fork will need the spring clip installed; a pair of needle nose pliers works well. Once the spring clip is installed, apply
grease to the spring and socket of the fork. *Note: Clutch fork must be installed into the bellhousing before bolting to the engine.

Place the fork over the pivot ball, centering the spring clip. With a dead blow hammer, hit the back side of the fork using ample
force, directly perpendicular to the pivot ball ( 2 or 3 times may be required). Fork should move free, with slight resistance. If
not, repeat the force with the dead blow hammer. See photos above

1. Bolt transmission to the Advance Adapters bellhousing.
2. Install flywheel, pilot bearing, and clutch assembly. Refer to a service manual as needed.

3. Install transmission / bellhousing assembly into vehicle.
